Sub: Enhanced Monsoon rainfall activity over North Eastern States during 10-14 August 2021

Dated: 10.08.2021

Eastern end of the Monsoon Trough runs close to the foothills of The Himalayas while western end runs north of its
normal position. The entire monsoon trough likely to shift close to foot hills of the Himalayas during next 24 hours
and moisture incursion will increase due to strong south westerly winds from Bay of Bengal in the coming days which
may cause enhanced rainfall activity over North East India region during 10-14 August 2021.

Impact expected:

Localized flooding of roads, water logging in low lying areas of the above region.
Localized Landslides/Landslips

Rise in water level over North Bank Tributaries (such as Beki, Manas, Sankosh etc)
Possibility of Flash floods over Arunachal Pradesh and West Assam

Occasional reduction in visibility due to heavy rainfall.

Disruption of traffic due to water logging/ landslides/Landslips in roads leading to increased travel
time.

Damage to kutcha roads due to very heavy rainfall.
Possibilities of damage to vulnerable structure.
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Action Suggested
91 Follow any traffic advisories that are issued in this regard.

1 Avoid going to areas that face water logging/ Landslides/Land slips problem often.
1 Avoid staying in vulnerable structure.
